MRS. CHANDRA CORNELIUS

It was 1969, a year to be remembered for many reasons. July 1969 would be a great leap in
the history of mankind. Humans were setting foot on the moon.

The newly constructed grand Centenary Auditorium just near the gate of the school was
going through its finishing touches. Colossal preparations were under way for the
Centenary Concert which was to be a Spanish Fairy Operetta, “The Magic Key”, by W.
Smythe Cooper, with a huge cast of fairies, gnomes, dwarfs, nymphs, gypsies, peasants,
Father Time, Fairyqueen Titania, and, of course, Spanish flamenco dancers in swirling
skirts and smart boleros. Ms. Ira Madan, along with other teachers, had the stage set up to
enchant and enthrall with the show.

The same year was the Gandhi Centenary Year and there was a whole train depicting the
Life of Mahatma Gandhi going around the country. It was stationed at the Lucknow City
Railway Station near the Christian College right in front of our house. All the schools and
colleges were asked by the administration to take their students for the mobile display. We
too, from our school, were taken on that enriching trip. Many teachers had accompanied
us including Mrs. Kalra, but it was Ms. Cornelius who led us on that rejuvenating journey,
sharing her wisdom of the true Gandhian thought and philosophy that was her
benchmark. Suddenly, she said, “I want to visit your house and meet your parents.”
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My house was just on the other side of the road so we walked down. I still rememlzer my

embarrassment when we returned to join the school at the station. My friends were dazed-about
what was happening with Naaz Lari! This event lichted up new pathways for me on my journey
to finding myself. It would give me someone who would be my mentor and guide for a lifetime.

Then came the 2nd of October 1969, Gandhiji’s birth date, the special day of the Gandhi
Centenary Celebrations. Our old KG classroom in the arched verandah beyond the swings was
being renovated and became the new Gandhi Corner that would become an unparalleled example
of creativity with humility. Ms. Gresseux, our very strict and highly disciplined Principal,
garlanded “Ba and Bapu’s” pictures. The Gandhi Corner was formally inaugurated on the 5th of
October, 1969 by Mr. Mahmood Butt, the versatile mayor of Lucknow. It would open new vistas
for Martinian girls, a rare feat that was unheard of at any other school. Ms. Cornelius had
organised a play ‘Laltenwale’ for the occasion with Sheeba Gupta aptly playing the lead role in
the new Centenary Auditorium. Under the Gandhi Corner Dramatic Society the play entered the
Gandhi Centenary competition of one-act plays held at the Government House and won the
running trophy and the best actress award. Later, the same play was enacted at the Ravindralaya
to welcome ‘Frontier Gandhi’ Badshah Khan Abdul Ghaffar Khan, freedom fighter and close
associate of Mahatma Gandhi who was touring India on the occasion of the Gandhi Centenary.
This was a landmark in the school’s history, all because of the diligent efforts of Ms. Cornelius.

The main attraction of the Gandhi corner was the canteen run by the students under the guidance
of Ms. Cornelius in the smaller room adjacent to the main room. High benches were set up
against the door so that children could buy across the counter from the verandah. Only the girls
working and managing were allowed inside. We, the younger ones, were excited at the proper
shop lookalike that would give us the pleasure of shopping goodies on our own. Before that we
used to buy tuck (cakes, vegetable patties, toffees and lollipops) from the Housekeeper, Mrs.
Rosario. Our school was the majestic castle Khursheed Manzil, a reminder of the Nawabi era of
Awadh in amalgamation with the English Gothic style, the popular architectural form during the
colonial period.

The Gandhi Corner canteen specialised in freshly made small chutney buns, chholey matar and
sometimes aalu chat, made by the girls themselves. Of course, other delicacies like patties, cream
rolls, toffees, peanut chikkies and salted moong daal were regularly supplied by Ravi, Ms.
Cornelius’s helper who came with loaded bags on his bicycle. She would even teach the girls to
make pickles and chutneys with all the cutting, washing and mixing done by them. In her own
- subtle way she was training the girls in life skills. My young mind was fascinated by these
| developments. In those days she lived in the School Statf Quarters on the upper tfloor and many a
time when I would go to the Gandhi Corner at noon, she would ask me to help her carry her
things to her room upstairs, where she would often offer me a peanut chikkie or a small packet of
‘murmuras’. I would feel so elated and important in my own eyes. Later in life I realised she was
actually building up my confidence through this small but warm gesture.
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Ms. Cornelius had started a one-almirah library in the Gandhi Corner, Wi61 a selected
collection of books and magazines in Hindi. She had put up a long table7 with benches on
both sides and some chairs for us to sit and read. I remember reading abridged papé’%fback
editions of Premchand’s “Godaan”, Tagore’s “Gora” and “Mahatma Gandhi Kki
Atmakatha.” There were translations of Russian and Bengali books and an interesting
array of children’s magazines like “Parag” and “Nandan.” Much later after I had left
school, got married and settled, she asked me to contribute books to the library. I cannot
recall the number but I do remember the year and the writers. It was 1996 when
Mahasweta Devi had received the Jnanpith Award — her translations, and books by
Mahadevi Verma, Shivani and translations of South Indian literature published by the
Sahitya Akademi. She made the choice of those titles and even asked me to write
dedications. The books were a silent witness to the relentless efforts of their collector, who
believed in synchronising wisdom with empathy, intellect with simplicity and talent with
hard work in these qualities not just believing but touching and instilling them in all who

came in her contact.

At the far end of the room, where the reading table ended, Ms. Cornelius would collect old
clothes, woollens and even slippers in different boxes and bags. She would ask the children
to bring any stuff that was of no more use in their homes. After an ample collection she
would make us prepare separate packets to be given out at Prem Niwas, Mother Teresa’s
old age home at Sapru Marg run by the Missionaries of Charity. She would say that in life,
“We receive to give.” I distinctly remember, once I accompanied her to Prem Niwas. The
premises itself was very inspiring with their own self-sufficient Kitchen gardens, spotless
pantries and neat dormitories with Sisters in blue-lined sarees gliding past in brisk but
quiet steps, taking care of the sick and feeble. There was a middle-aged lady who suffered
from memory loss and leprosy stumps on her fingertips. As soon as she saw Ms. Cornelius
she smiled and rushed towards her. That scene is etched in my memory, seeing Ms.
Cornelius hugging her like a baby. In that sensitive moment, I felt like saluting and bowing
to her enormous generosity and compassion. In her own way, she was preparing us to go
out and seek the world with humility and empathy. Her arrangements to bring Mother
Teresa to visit the school and bless the children was highly commendable.

In 1970, she established the ‘Hindi Sahityik Evam Sanskritik Sanstha’ in the school, to
inculcate love for arts, culture and literature in the students and to discover and explore
“their hidden talents, by organising various creative events. The first such event was an art
competition in which I readily participated as drawing and painting had been my areas of
interest.

I got the first prize in the Senior category. She also edited and published a magazine by the
name of ‘Ankur’ under the ‘Hindi Sahityik Evam Sanskritik Sanstha’. For the inaugural
issue of 1981, Ms. Cornelius asked a few alumnae from different batches to write about
their experiences regarding the school.
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My connection with school remained until I lived in the city and I Woul$vis1t the Gandhi
Corner to meet her time and again. Once, I was asked to be a judge at a Hindi elocution
competition by her. Ms. Cornelius had also started S.U.P.W classes in school and would
come up with brilliant ideas. I remember my niece showing me a clown with dangling
hands and legs made out of small circular pieces of cloth from cuttings of old clothes. I
still have a rug made out of an old school tunic with a border lining and beautiful
woollen embroidery, which I bought at the School fete from Ms. Cornelius’s S.U.P.W.
stall. Only she could think of such innovations, making use of waste material in a very
creative way.

After retirement, Ms. Cornelius had moved to Ratlam, her hometown but she would visit
Lucknow almost every year and would stay with her friends. I remained in close contact
with her. My last call to her was on 3rd August. She had become weak but was able to
relate and talk. Old age never hindered her zest to live life to the fullest with no regrets
and complaints, always grateful to people who lived with her and cared for her, or even
thought about her. Even on that last call, she did not forget to be thankful to her maid
(who had picked up my call) for looking after her.

As 1 recall the innumerable moments of being connected to her since I was a child,
gradually growing with her thoughts and ideas, no leat of my life would be complete
without her words of inspiration.

Now
it means voices heard- discordant and mellifluous- guitars strummed and individuality expressed boldly.
The evening stands as a promise. Not only to nurture scholars but also storytellers, artists and leaders. In
stepping away from this rigidity our school has shown that learning will always glow brightest when
intellect and 1imagination are allowed to dance together.
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The 8th edition of the Farida Abraham Memorial Debate and Quiz (FAMDQ) commenced with a deeply reverential tribute to the late
rs. Farida Abraham, honouring her distinguished legacy and the values of intellectual excellence she championed throughout her life. The
inauguration was solemnised by the ceremonial lighting of the lamp, performed by the Principal, Mrs. A. Dass, the Club Heads, Mrs. S. Tagore
and Mrs. R. Bunny, along with the Heads of Departments — a gesture that symbolised the illumination of knowledge and the spirit of scholarly
pursuit that defines this event. The prestigious competition saw participation from over thirty schools, representing institutions both from across India
and overseas, a testament to its growing reputation as a platform of national and international academic distinction.
Day One: Inauguration, Preliminary Rounds and Cultural Evening
Day One opened on a stirring note with a spirited choir performance, evoking a sense of occasion befitting the event’s stature. This was followed by the flag ceremony,
which served as far more than a formality; it was a deeply symbolic act of recognition and reverence, through which all participating schools were honoured and
acknowledged for their presence, their effort, and their commitment to the ideals of informed and reasoned discourse. Each flag represented an institution’s identity and
its pride in being part of this distinguished forum. Formal addresses delivered by Mrs. S. Tagore and Mrs. R. Bunny set a purposeful and inspiring tone for the days
ahead. The preliminary rounds that followed comprised a written quiz and a structured debate on the ethics of corporate conduct — both demanding precision,
preparation, and intellectual clarity. The day drew to a warm and convivial close with a lively cultural evening, thoughtfully conceived as an ice-breaker to foster
fellowship among participants from diverse institutions and to ease them gently into the intellectual rigour that lay ahead.
Day Two: Quarter-Finals, Innovative Formats and Semi-Finals

Day Two elevated the competition to a new level of intensity. Four distinct rounds of debate, each progressively more demanding than the last, along with a thoroughly
brain-taxing quiz, collectively brought out the very best from all participating schools. The quarter-finals introduced innovative and challenging formats, most notably the
“Turn Coat” round — formally designated “The Conviction Flips” — in which participants were required to argue persuasively for a given position and then, with equal
conviction and agility, defend its antithesis. This format proved to be one of the most formidable tests of the competition, demanding not merely factual knowledge but
swift thinking, rhetorical versatility, and intellectual composure under considerable pressure. The semi-final debates engaged participants with the critically relevant and
nuanced themes of greenwashing and climate change, with Seth M.R. Jaipuria School and St Joseph’s College emerging as the finalists after commendable performances.
Complementing the academic rigour of the day, participants were also taken on a heritage tour of the old city — a curated cultural experience that offered a window into
the historical and architectural richness of the host city, providing cherished memories to carry home well beyond the debates themselves.
Day Three: The Grand Finale and Valediction

The Grand Finale on Day Three was graced by the distinguished presence of alumna Ms. Denise K. Ireland, whose participation added both prestige and a sense of proud
institutional continuity to the occasion. The concluding rounds of both the quiz and the debate were fiercely contested, showcasing the exceptional preparation and
articulate advocacy of the finalists. Seth M.R. Jaipuria School emerged triumphant in both the quiz and the debate — a remarkable double distinction that reflected their
outstanding collective performance throughout the competition. Individual honours were conferred upon Sarthak Mishra, Raghav Mishra and Pranav Jain, in recognition
of their exemplary personal contributions and consistently high standards across the rounds. The event concluded with a moving and

heartfelt tribute to Mrs. Farida Abraham, reaffirming the enduring purpose and spirit of the competition that bears her name.

The 8th edition of FAMDQ stood as a resounding celebration of scholarship, oratory, cultural exchange, and the

transformative power of well-reasoned argument.

To her goes the credit for all the work she started- organizing aid for natural disasters, helping the class IV workers at the Mother Teresa Homes, helping the poor, the sick and the needy. She was a very strict and hardworking teacher who worked for the betterment of the school for many years. I am grateful to her for all the headaches she suffered in having to teach my daughter. Many a times she would hesitatingly complain about the shortcomings of my daughter’s work in Hindi. We parents are glad that our children had a brilliant teacher like her to teach our girls. She was a credit to the school. May her soul rest in peace.

	MRS. CHANDRA CORNELIUS
	It was 1969, a year to be remembered for many reasons. July 1969 would be a great leap in the history of mankind. Humans were setting foot on the moon.
	The newly constructed grand Centenary Auditorium just near the gate of the school was going through its finishing touches. Colossal preparations were under way for the Centenary Concert which was to be a Spanish Fairy Operetta, “The Magic Key”, by W. Smythe Cooper, with a huge cast of fairies, gnomes, dwarfs, nymphs, gypsies, peasants, Father Time, Fairyqueen Titania, and, of course, Spanish flamenco dancers in swirling skirts and smart boleros. Ms. Ira Madan, along with other teachers, had the stage set up to enchant and enthrall with the show.
	The same year was the Gandhi Centenary Year and there was a whole train depicting the Life of Mahatma Gandhi going around the country. It was stationed at the Lucknow City Railway Station near the Christian College right in front of our house. All the schools and colleges were asked by the administration to take their students for the mobile display. We too, from our school, were taken on that enriching trip. Many teachers had accompanied us including Mrs. Kalra, but it was Ms. Cornelius who led us on that rejuvenating journey, sharing her wisdom of the true Gandhian thought and philosophy that was her benchmark. Suddenly, she said, “I want to visit your house and meet your parents.”


	My house was just on the other side of the road so we walked down. I still remember my embarrassment when we returned to join the school at the station. My friends were dazed about what was happening with Naaz Lari! This event lighted up new pathways for me on my journey to finding myself. It would give me someone who would be my mentor and guide for a lifetime.
	Then came the 2nd of October 1969, Gandhiji’s birth date, the special day of the Gandhi Centenary Celebrations. Our old KG classroom in the arched verandah beyond the swings was being renovated and became the new Gandhi Corner that would become an unparalleled example of creativity with humility. Ms. Gresseux, our very strict and highly disciplined Principal, garlanded “Ba and Bapu’s” pictures. The Gandhi Corner was formally inaugurated on the 5th of October, 1969 by Mr. Mahmood Butt, the versatile mayor of Lucknow. It would open new vistas for Martinian girls, a rare feat that was unheard of at any other school. Ms. Cornelius had organised a play ‘Laltenwale’ for the occasion with Sheeba Gupta aptly playing the lead role in the new Centenary Auditorium. Under the Gandhi Corner Dramatic Society the play entered the Gandhi Centenary competition of one-act plays held at the Government House and won the running trophy and the best actress award. Later, the same play was enacted at the Ravindralaya to welcome ‘Frontier Gandhi’ Badshah Khan Abdul Ghaffar Khan, freedom fighter and close associate of Mahatma Gandhi who was touring India on the occasion of the Gandhi Centenary. This was a landmark in the school’s history, all because of the diligent efforts of Ms. Cornelius.
	The main attraction of the Gandhi corner was the canteen run by the students under the guidance of Ms. Cornelius in the smaller room adjacent to the main room. High benches were set up against the door so that children could buy across the counter from the verandah. Only the girls working and managing were allowed inside. We, the younger ones, were excited at the proper shop lookalike that would give us the pleasure of shopping goodies on our own. Before that we used to buy tuck (cakes, vegetable patties, toffees and lollipops) from the Housekeeper, Mrs. Rosario. Our school was the majestic castle Khursheed Manzil, a reminder of the Nawabi era of Awadh in amalgamation with the English Gothic style, the popular architectural form during the colonial period.
	The Gandhi Corner canteen specialised in freshly made small chutney buns, chholey matar and sometimes aalu chat, made by the girls themselves. Of course, other delicacies like patties, cream rolls, toffees, peanut chikkies and salted moong daal were regularly supplied by Ravi, Ms. Cornelius’s helper who came with loaded bags on his bicycle. She would even teach the girls to make pickles and chutneys with all the cutting, washing and mixing done by them. In her own subtle way she was training the girls in life skills. My young mind was fascinated by these developments. In those days she lived in the School Staff Quarters on the upper floor and many a time when I would go to the Gandhi Corner at noon, she would ask me to help her carry her things to her room upstairs, where she would often offer me a peanut chikkie or a small packet of ‘murmuras’. I would feel so elated and important in my own eyes. Later in life I realised she was actually building up my confidence through this small but warm gesture.
	My connection with school remained until I lived in the city and I would visit the Gandhi Corner to meet her time and again. Once, I was asked to be a judge at a Hindi elocution competition by her. Ms. Cornelius had also started S.U.P.W classes in school and would come up with brilliant ideas. I remember my niece showing me a clown with dangling hands and legs made out of small circular pieces of cloth from cuttings of old clothes. I still have a rug made out of an old school tunic with a border lining and beautiful woollen embroidery, which I bought at the School fete from Ms. Cornelius’s S.U.P.W. stall. Only she could think of such innovations, making use of waste material in a very creative way.
	After retirement, Ms. Cornelius had moved to Ratlam, her hometown but she would visit Lucknow almost every year and would stay with her friends. I remained in close contact with her. My last call to her was on 3rd August. She had become weak but was able to relate and talk. Old age never hindered her zest to live life to the fullest with no regrets and complaints, always grateful to people who lived with her and cared for her, or even thought about her. Even on that last call, she did not forget to be thankful to her maid (who had picked up my call) for looking after her.
	As I recall the innumerable moments of being connected to her since I was a child, gradually growing with her thoughts and ideas, no leaf of my life would be complete without her words of inspiration.

	August belonged to melody, movement and memory. 	महाकुम्भ का सूरज निकलता नहीं, वह प्रकट होता है - जैसे पुराणों से निकल कर श्रद्धा की लहरों पर तैरता हुआ। महाकुम्भ भारत का सबसे पवित्र और भव्य धार्मिक उत्सव है, जो हर बारह वर्ष में प्रयागराज, हरिद्वार, उज्जैन और नासिक में बारी-बारी से आयोजित होता है। महाकुम्भ भारत की आध्यात्मिक विरासत का प्रतीक है। 'गंगा की गोद में उतरती है भोर,  महाकुम्भ है श्रद्धा का अनंत दौर।      प्रयागराज पहुँचते ही मुझे मंत्रोच्चार की धीमी गूँज और शंखनाद की पवित्र ध्वनि ने घेर लिया। गंगा, यमुना और सरस्वती के त्रिवेणी संगम पर धुंध की चादर छाई हुई थी, लेकिन लाखों श्रद्धालुओं के 'हर-हर गंगे और 'जय गंगा मैया’ के उद्घोष अदृश्य ऊर्जा का संचार कर रहे थे। साधु-संतों की टोलियाँ अपने शरीर पर भभूत लगाए, कमण्डल और त्रिशूल लिए, शाही स्नान के लिए घाट की ओर जा रही थीं। मैं और मेरा परिवार भी एक नाव की सहायता से स्नान के लिए त्रिवेणी संगम पहुँचा। हजारों लोग वहाँ स्नान करने के लिए एकत्रित थे। 'महाकुम्भ वह क्षण है, जहाँ आस्था समय को पार कर जाती है।'     स्नान के बाद तट पर जाते समय हमें प्रयाग के लोगों से पता चला कि यहाँ यमुना नदी लगभग चालीस फीट गहरी है और महाकुम्भ की उत्पत्ति का आधार समुद्र मंथन है। दोपहर होते-होते, अखाड़ों के पण्डालों में सत्संग और प्रवचन शुरू हो गए। ज्ञानी संत उपनिषदों और वेदों के गूढ़ रहस्यों को सरल भाषा में समझा रहे थे और कई लोग उन्हें सुनने के लिए एकत्रित भी थे।
	'विदेशी राही ने जो देखा,  प्रयाग था अद्भुत सा मेला ।  हर्षवर्धन की थी सभा विशाल,  धर्म और सेवा का अद्भुत हाल ।।'    इस पंक्ति के द्वारा हमारा इतिहास प्रदर्शित होता है। शाम ढलने लगी तो कुम्भ का वातावरण और भी सुन्दर हो गया। घाटों पर आरती की तैयारियाँ शुरू हो गईं। मंत्रों और घंटियों की ध्वनि के साथ आरती का वह भव्य दृश्य मेरे लिए किसी अलौकिक अनुभव से कम नहीं था। इतने विशाल जनसमूह के लिए स्वच्छता, सुरक्षा और चिकित्सा की व्यवस्था देखकर मैं चकित रह गई।     महाकुम्भ का पर्व भारत की आत्मा का प्रतिबिम्ब है, जिसने मुझे लोगों की गहरी आस्था और आध्यात्मिकता को महसूस कराया। महाकुम्भ हमें जीवन के हर पल को पवित्रता और एक उद्देश्य के साथ जीने की प्रेरणा देता है।
